Totenfest

Totenfest is a word created by the Evangeli-
cal church when it was formed in 19th cen-
tury Prussia. The word refers to the liturgi-
cal remembrance of those who have died in
the preceding year. While the celebration
parallels the more common All Saints Day
tradition, Totenfest was traditionally cele-
brated on the final Sunday of the church
year. In our local church, we have retained
the image of "Totenfest™ while moving the
celebration to the more ecumencial All
Saints Sunday. We have also added the
names of those born in our community dur-
ing the preceding year, thus celebrating the
full cycle of birth and death.

General Fund Finances in Brief

September 2011 -- For the nine-month
period ending September 30, 2011
General Fund contributions received
were $217,577, other income was
$10,019 for a total of $227,596.

Expenses were $223,695. The result is a
surplus of $3,901. The weekly average of
contributions received was $5,488. The
weekly average needed is $6,010. The
difference is a shortfall of $521 per week.

EUCC Foundation Quarterly Report
September 30, 2011

As all investments have experienced in the last six months, the EUCC Foundation
assets declined from $185,854 on March 31 to $164,412 on September 30, 2011.
These funds are invested in a Balanced Fund account (60% equities -40% bonds) with
the United Church Funds.

Quarterly disbursements from this account are made to the EUCC General Fund
Budget, $2,041.12 (July 1, 2011) and $1,895.91 (Sept 30, 2011). 5% of the Foundation’s
total annual return is currently allocated to the 2011 General Fund of the church.

Support of the ministry at EUCC can be continued in perpetuity through a gift to the
Endowment Fund. Information outlining the many ways to contribute is available by
the church office or you may contact one of the Trustees; Don Hubatka, Bob Karr,
Loretta Haggard (Secretary) or Doug Cormack (Chairman).
