Details:
· Dates: Friday, March 16 (after school) to Monday, March 19 (very late return)

· Lodging:  St. Paul’s UCC in Lincoln Park – bring sleeping bags.  There are modest shower facilities.  

· Meals:  see attached.  meals are a combination of out of pocket (while in route), breakfasts at church, restaurants (4 meals) and the dinner we share at the shelter.

· Saturday Service Project: Lincoln Park Community Shelter  - the youth plan, prepare, serve, eat and clean up – important change: we serve LUNCH (not dinner) and the details are attached.  
· Tourism (museums, et al): see attached.  Jonah has gathered information and the youth have shared priorities.

· Chaperones:  Alyssa S, Kris L, Al S, Jim H and Josh C (Webster U student) will be chaperones.  Additional adults driving cars and offering support:  Nancy Dobiecki and Jeff Davis
· Transportation:  Amtrak (Lincoln 305 on FridaySTL@5:30pm and Lincoln 306 on MondayCHI@5:15pm) – ticket price today (1/26/12) is $43 per adult (cost estimate is $50).  Each participant will also have a CHI metra ticket.
· Still unfolding: Possible service opportunity for Monday morning
